The town Board of Commissioners may
hold the purse strings for your community,
deciding everything from local election
funding to setting property taxes and town
budgets. They set policy through ordinances
and organize town government.

Local Sanitation

Commissioners, boards, and trustees work
to address sanitary and sewer concerns and
make sure utilities run smoothly.
